1. Apologies:

Apologies were received, and accepted, from Cllrs K Rose, D Williams and A Thomas.

2. Declaration of Interest:

3. Open Session

4.	Minutes of Previous Meeting
 The Minutes of the meetings of the 9th Feb were approved and signed by the Chair.
5. Matters Arising
a. Para 9- The Chair was still to meet with CCllr Howarth to consider the potential parking sites around the School. In the meantime some local residents had also raised with Cllr Williams the issue of disabled parking places in the GCC car park and the car park next to the Bowls Club. There were two disabled places in these car parks and, given the guidance on this issue, the Council considered that this number was satisfactory. It did recommend that the yellow lines should be repainted to make the places more noticeable. Action: NJ. 
b. Para 10- The Chair and Cllr Harris had met with a representative from a local garden centre on site to discuss the planting of a community orchard in a corner of the playing fields at Gilwern. The cost would be £1150.00 which the Council approved. In addition they had met with MCC there to further the discussions on planting a wildflower area along the bank.
c. Para 12a- Cllr Nelmes and the Clerk had met with the MCC officer to put up appropriate signs regarding dog fouling in the Bryn Glas area of Gilwern. In addition, Cllr Nelmes had arranged for an awareness programme at the local School and pupils had drawn up posters to deter dog fouling. It was agreed to put up all of the posters locally. Action: GN.
6.      Planning
a. 24/22777/FUL- seasonal wedding venue at Dyffryn Mawr, Gilwern-permission granted. CCllr Howarth advised that, in granting this permission, the BBNPA had stipulated a ceiling on numbers and traffic movements.
b. 24/22760/FUL- extension at Valley Viet, Llanelly Hill- permission granted.
c. 25/24196/FUL- proposed barn conversion at Bailea Farmhouse, Gilwern- application withdrawn.
7.    Finance
a. Cheques/Payments – the following payments had been signed/authorised by Cllrs Dixon, Rose and Nelmes on behalf of the Council since the last meeting on the 9th Feb:  114-25/6  - N James-Fire Risk Assessment- 39.47; 115-25/6 -Walker Fire- FRA- 306.00; 116-25/6 -D Prout-385.00; 117-25/6 -First Drainage -336.00; 118-25/6- Thomas Waste-65.20; 119-25/6- Vision ICT- 264.00; 120-25/6- Merlin Waste- 1411.20; 121-25/6- Clydach AFC- 500.00; 122-25/6- E Keen- 454.66; 123-25/6- MCC- 17651-53; SO – Country Bookkeeping – 5.00; SO – Salary –1055.05; DD -EON- 28.27; DD – Octopus Energy-902.34;DD-Welsh Water- 348.30 and 221.20; Bank Charges -9.75. 
b. The Clerk had invited requotes for the installation works for a new CCTV in the playing fields from the two lowest of the earlier quotes. The lowest one was for £9215.60 plus the cost of the CCTV camera and connection, makimg a total of £11555 including VAT. It was noted that the Gilwern VillageTote had agreed to provide a grant towards this cost. On that basis the Council approved the project. Action: NJ.  
c. The Clerk had circulated a request from the juniors of the Gilwern table tennis club for the provision of an outdoor table tennis table on the Gilwern playing fields. They had identified a suitable table costing £1049. After discussion this request was approved and the Chair and Clerk would consider a suitable location for the siting with the Table Tennis Club. Action: RD/NJ.
d. Cllr Morris had looked again at the condition of the notice board in Clydach North and had recommended it be replaced. In discussion it was agreed that the other notice boards were currently satisfactory although a new wooden back was required to the one in the car park in Gilwern. It was agreed that a new notice board should be provided for Clydach North. Action: NJ.  
8. Reports from Members on Outside Bodies
Cllr Nelmes advised that the local Community Transport Group were finally moving towards a grant application. A minibus had been donated to the project and there were proposals for two regular routes.
9. Report from County Councillors
CCllr Howarth advised that the works to the Ty Mawr footpath had not yet started but work was about to start on the road in Llanelly Hill affected by the recent landslip. In addition, he advised that there had been a recent meeting at MCC to discuss the pothole situation in the county. He urged the Council to forward any requests for pothole repair to MCC. Whilst there were no further funds for major capital work on the roads to resolve potholes individual potholes were being repaired on a gradual basis.
